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SCOPE OF WORK 
Anchor QEA will develop a draft and final Phase 1 environmental site assessment (Phase 1 ESA) for the two 
properties (Clallam County Parcels 04303621000 and 043036130000) currently owned by the State of 
Washington Dep’t of Natural Resources (DNR) and proposed for acquisition by the County for development 
of the Dungeness Off-Channel Reservoir.  
 
The goal of the Phase 1 ESA is to identify whether there are recognized environmental conditions 
(hazardous materials or environmental contamination) on the property that could impact development of 
the storage project at the site. The Phase 1 ESA will be performed in accordance with ASTM Standards 
E1527-13 and E2247-16. The Phase 1 ESA will also meet the requirements for Environmental Audits from 
the Recreation and Conservation Office and applicable guidelines from the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA). 
 
All work on the project will be performed under the direction of Mark Larsen, the designated Anchor QEA 
project manager.  
 
The Phase 1 ESA will begin with a historical records review. This includes compilation and review of 
publicly available records documenting current property conditions and historical use of the property from 
the early 1900s to the present. The historical records review will include interviews with the current and 
prior DNR lands managers. Information that will be reviewed will, at a minimum, include the following:  

• Historical maps for the property and vicinity 
• Historical aerial photographs 
• Clallam County property records 
• A title search procured from a title company, which will be provided to the County 
• Search of state, local, and federal environmental databases for references to environmental 

concerns, consistent with the requirements of ASTM E1527-13 and E2247-16 
• Review of DNR forestry and land management records for the property 
• Interviews with the current and former DNR lands managers 

 
A preliminary map of areas of concern will be developed from the historical information prior to completion 
of the site inspection. For large partially forested properties, this is a necessary step to ensure that all 
suspect areas of the site are visited during the site inspection. 
 
The preliminary GIS-based map will include a recent, high-quality aerial photograph and LiDAR topographic 
surface. Former logging roads, railroad grades, and other access points will be shown. Areas of potential 
concern (e.g., areas of fill or ground disturbance; reported disposal areas) will be loaded into the map 
based on available information.  
 
The site inspection will be conducted by foot. The site assessor will utilize GIS Collector to field locate areas 
of concern and document observations made during the site inspection. This will ensure that any areas of 
potential contamination are appropriately mapped and photographed for future follow-up. Following the 
site inspection, the property map will be finalized. 
 
Anchor QEA will prepare a report summarizing the findings of the Phase 1 ESA. As part of the report 
preparation, Anchor QEA will complete a Property Assessment Checklist. The report will document the 
methods used to perform the Phase 1 ESA, provide full documentation of the work completed and records 
reviewed, describe results of the Phase 1 ESA, present opinions concerning the likelihood of substantial 
contamination of soil and groundwater on the property, and provide Anchor QEA’s professional 
recommendations. 
 
A draft of the Phase 1 ESA report will be submitted to Clallam County for review in Microsoft Word and PDF 
format for review before finalizing the report. After review by Clallam County, the report will be finalized 
and submitted to the County. The final report will be provided as an electronic file (PDF format) that is 
reproducible, with up to two hard copies. The property map will be completed in GIS and will be provided 
in electronic format along with the Phase 1 ESA report. 
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Anchor QEA will coordinate the work with the County’s project manager, Carol Creasey. Anchor QEA will 
coordinate the site visit and reconnaissance effort through Creasey and will involve Creasey, as desired, in 
interviews with DNR property managers and others knowledgeable about the site.  While conducting the 
site inspection, Anchor QEA staff will have a copy of the DNR’s approved Land Use License (License # 60-
100921) and perform their work in compliance with the license. 
 
The Phase 1 ESA will be initiated upon authorization of this agreement. The estimated time to produce the 
draft Phase 1 ESA report is 3-4 weeks following authorization. The final Phase 1 ESA report will be 
produced approximately 2 weeks following receipt of the County’s comments on the draft. This timeline 
assumes that the work complies with any COVID-19 work restrictions that may be in place at that time.

SUBJECT: Proposed “River Road Transfer” property transaction – geologic review summary 
  DNR Olympic Region, Clallam County, Washington 
 
 
This memorandum is regarding a property proposed for transfer from Common School Trust. The 
property is referred to as “River Road Transfer”. The approximately 320-acre parcel is located in DNR’s 
Olympic Region, Clallam County, along the Dungeness River, in portions of Section 36, Township 30 
North, Range 04 West, Willamette Meridian (W.M.) 
 
You requested a review of the potential for surface and subsurface minerals. I have completed an office-
based review of the mineral potential, and I have also screened for potentially unstable slopes and 
landforms.  
 
The information I reviewed includes the following, some of which is available on DNR’s GIS database. 
 

• 1:24,000-scale geologic mapping by Schasse and Logan (1998) and Schasse and Wegmann 
(2000); 

• Inventory of Washington Minerals, Parts I (nonmetallic minerals) and II (metallic minerals), 
Bulletin 37 (Valentine and Huntting, 1960; Huntting, 1956, respectively); 

• LiDAR digital elevation models (DEMs) – years flown 2002 (“Clallam 2002”), 2008 
(“Dungeness River 2008”), and 2016 (“Dungeness Topobathy 2016”);  

• Digital orthophotos, including 2000 (3-foot, black and white), 2006 (18-inch, color), 2009, 2011, 
2013 (latter three: 3-foot, color), 2015 and 2017 (latter two: 1-foot, color);  

• Washington Geological Survey’s “Landslide Hazards – All Layers” GIS layers; 
• Forest Practices Landslide Inventory and Landslide Hazard Zones GIS layers; and 
• Additional layers on the DNR GIS database: “Coal – All Layers” and “Oil and Gas Wells”.  

 
Based on a review of available information, the River Road Transfer property appears to have low 
potential for subsurface minerals (metals, coal, oil, gas, and other nonmetallic) and relatively low 
potential for surface minerals (sand, gravel, and rock). Although some potential exists that there may be 
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sand and gravel of moderate to high quality in the older alluvium unit (“Qoa”) described below and 
potentially basalt of some quality in the volcanic unit (“Ev(c)”) also described below, several factors 
suggest a low potential for this site to be developed commercially. The volcanic unit tends to be highly 
variable in quality, and it is capped by a mantle of non-commercial glacial till of unknown thickness. 
Depending on the nature of the water storage project proposed for this property, there may be potential for 
the sale of sand and gravel from the Qoa unit, depending on the quality of the deposit, the quantity of 
fines (silt and clay), and other factors.  
 
According to geologic mapping by Schasse and Logan (1998) and Schasse and Wegmann (2000), the 
western margin of the property along the Dungeness River is underlain by alluvial deposits (unit “Qa”), 
river-deposited sand, gravel, pebbles, and cobbles with fines (silt and clay), as well as peat (Figure 1). 
Through the middle, relatively flat portion of the property, published mapping indicates the presence of 
older alluvial deposits (unit “Qoa”), described as “crudely stratified cobbly, pebbly, bouldery gravel in a 
matrix of sand, silt, and clay”. The upland areas are likely underlain by rocks of the Eocene Crescent 
Formation (unit “Ev(c”), capped by a mantle of Vashon glacial till (unit “Qgt” of Schasse and Wegmann 
(2000) and “Qgt(v)” of Schasse and Logan (1998)).  
 
Unit Ev(c), basalt, basalt breccia, and diabase, is described by Schasse and Wegmann (2000) as “mostly 
porphyritic to aphyric, sparsely jointed, and pillow basalt and lesser basaltic breccia. Glacial till is 
described by Schasse and Wegmann (2000) as a poorly sorted mix of “pebbly, clayey, sandy silt with 
scattered cobbles and sparse boulders”.  
 
Schasse and Wegmann (2000) map one landslide in the property. This mapping was published prior to 
LiDAR becoming available. My review of the LiDAR DEMs suggests the mapped landslide, unit Qls on 
Figure 1, is nonexistent, as their does not appear to be visible landslide morphology, such as a headscarp, 
body, and toe. However, there does appear to be a likely deep-seated landslide within the southern portion 
of the property above River Road, along a roughly east-west-trending fault. This would need to be 
confirmed on the ground.  
 
This geologic review is based on a remote, office-based evaluation. No field evaluation or lab testing has 
been conducted. A field evaluation would be needed to validate or refine these interpretations. If you have 
any questions, or if additional information is required, please contact me.

INTRODUCTION 

Washington Water Trust (WWT) is investigating potential projects that will enhance flows 

in the Dungeness River and its tributaries.  Strategies for improving flow rates include 

infiltration and storage of irrigation water.  A preliminary screening of potential project sites 

identified Clallam County Parcel 043036210000, which is owned by the Washington State 

Department of Natural Resources (DNR), as a potential location for a storage reservoir.  The 

parcel is located south of the City of Sequim, Washington, between River Road and the 

Dungeness River (see Figure 1).  During high flow periods, the reservoir would capture 

irrigation water from a drainage ditch, which currently bisects the parcel, and store it for 

late-summer irrigation use.  Water delivered from the reservoir for irrigation would allow 

for an equal reduction in diversions from the Dungeness River, which would increase flows 

in the river during the late summer critical low flow period.  The proposed storage reservoir 

would be created by excavating, backfilling, and constructing an earthen embankment.  A 

preliminary analysis of the site indicates that the potential reservoir could be sized to store 

up to 1,586 acre-feet of water for irrigation.  A storage reservoir of this volume would require 

excavation of approximately 711,000 cubic yards of material and placement of approximately 

770,000 cubic yards of material. 

 

Presented in this memorandum are site investigation findings and preliminary geotechnical 

engineering recommendations for earthwork and reservoir construction.  Subsurface 

explorations, consisting of seven shallow test pits, were performed on May 7, 2014.  A total 
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of eight samples were collected, minimum of one per test pit, and were analyzed for particle 

size distribution and particle fraction smaller than the No. 200 sieve (ASTM D6913 and 

D1140, respectively).  The subsurface explorations allowed for a physical characterization of 

the near-surface soils, which inform the recommendations presented herein.  The 

recommendations for earthwork and reservoir construction provided herein apply to typical 

reservoir designs.  Design-specific recommendations based on more thorough analyses, such 

as stability evaluations and seismic hazard assessment, were not part of this scope of work, 

and should therefore be developed prior to final design.   

 

SITE CONDITIONS 

An Anchor QEA geotechnical engineer investigated the site conditions during two site visits: 

an initial site reconnaissance and the subsurface exploration.  A broad and qualitative 

description of the surface conditions is provided and is based on observations made during 

both site visits.  The subsurface conditions are described for the soil units observed during 

the advancement of seven test pits located across the site, as shown in Figure 1. 

 

Surface Conditions 

The 319-acre DNR parcel (No. 043036210000) generally slopes from south to north, with 

minor topographical rises and depressions throughout the site.  DNR leases the site for 

timber harvest, and the cleared portion shown in Figure 1 was logged within the last 

10 years.  The site is vegetated with grasses, shrubs, and trees ranging from saplings to adult 

evergreens.  Large stumps from logging activities and cobbles and boulders are visible on the 

ground surface.  A drainage ditch, the Highland Ditch Company H-1 Lateral, flows through 

the property from south to north; the ditch bisects the property and is more than 5 feet wide 

and roughly 1 foot deep. 

 

Subsurface Conditions 

Seven test pits were advanced to depths ranging from 8 to 10 feet below ground surface (bgs).  

General descriptions of the soil units observed are described below and are listed in order 

from the ground surface downward.  Estimates of density are inferred and reported 

parenthetically, based on observations of the excavator during digging and collection of 

samples from in situ material.  Actual measurements of the soil density, which would have 
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required a drill rig and standard penetration test sampler, were beyond the scope of this 

work.  The test pit logs are included as Attachment A. 

 

Top Soil (SM):  The soil nearest to the surface was observed in all exploration locations to be 

top soil ranging from 0.5 to 1.0 foot in thickness.  The unit is a (loose), dry to damp, dark 

brown, fine to medium silty sand with frequent cobbles, occasional boulders, decomposed 

organics, and abundant fine to small roots.  Roots typically extended 1.5 to 2.5 feet bgs.  

Cobbles and boulders in the top soil unit comprise approximately 20 to 40% of the 

composition.  Larger roots were generally not encountered, as the test pit locations were 

selected away from trees. 

 

Silty Sand (SM):  The soil immediately beneath the top soil is a unit of silty sand ranging 

from 1.0 to 2.0 foot in thickness.  The unit is a loose to medium-dense, dry-to-damp, reddish-

brown to reddish yellow-brown, fine-to-medium, gravelly silty sand with frequent cobbles 

and boulders and some fine to small roots.  Cobbles and boulders comprise approximately 30 

to 60% of the composition.  Based on laboratory sieve analysis of the size fraction less than 

1.25-inch diameter, silt composition ranged from 9 to 23%, sand from 42 to 43%, and gravel 

from 33 to 35%. 

 

Dense Alluvium (SP-SM/SM/GP-SM/GM):   Underlying the silty sand is a unit of alluvium 

comprising primarily cobbles and boulders, with variable amounts of silt, sand, gravel, and 

rock clasts within the void space of the cobbles and boulders.  The unit thickness ranged 

from 6.0 to over 7.5 feet.  The unit is (medium dense to very dense) primarily reddish brown, 

and dry to damp in the upper 1 to 3 feet, and it transitions to yellow-brown and damp to 

moist with depth.  The cobble and boulder composition ranged from 50 to 80% in the upper 

3 to 5 feet of the unit and generally decreased to 40 to 60% with depth.  Boulder diameters 

were frequently observed to be 1 to 2 feet and occasionally observed to be just over 2 feet.  

Based on laboratory sieve analysis of the size fraction less than 1.25-inch diameter, silt 

composition ranged from 6 to 19%, sand from 36 to 68%, and gravel from 23 to 46%. 

 

In test pits TP01 and TP04, excavation was difficult due to the very densely packed cobbles 

and boulders.  In test pits TP02, TP05, TP06, and TP07, sand and gravel pockets at depth 

were observed, where cobble and boulder composition decreased to approximately 40 to 
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60%.  TP07 was the only test pit advanced through the alluvium unit, which was observed to 

be 6.0 feet thick at this location. 

 

Silty Sand (SM):  TP07 was advanced through the alluvium unit and into a (loose to medium 

dense), damp, yellow-brown gray, uniform, fine to medium silty sand with small, non-plastic 

silt balls.  This silty sand unit was relatively easy to excavate; however, it is unknown if the 

unit is a localized pocket or underlies the dense alluvium unit in other regions of the site.  

The silt content was estimated to be 18.9%. 

 

Groundwater:  At the time of the explorations, groundwater was not observed in any of the 

test pits.  Laboratory testing consisted of four sieve analyses of particle size distribution 

(ASTM D6913) and four analyses of particle fraction smaller than the No. 200 sieve (ASTM 

D1140).  A tabulated summary of the results is presented in Table 1; the results are included 

as Attachment B.

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GEOTECHNICAL RECOMMENDATIONS 

This section presents engineering recommendations for earthwork and berm and reservoir 

construction, including the following: 

 Earthwork recommendations 

 Site preparation 

 Material re-use 

 Subgrade Preparation 

 Fill selection, placement, and compaction 

 Berm and reservoir construction 

 Embankments, crest, filter, and reservoir liner 

 Erosion control 

 

Construction recommendations provided herein are for preliminary design purposes and are 

based on typical reservoir designs.  Design-specific construction recommendations will need 

to be developed prior to final design. 

 

Earthwork Recommendations 

Site Preparation 

Site preparation should be accomplished to provide a firm, unyeilding surface for berm 

construction and liner placement; therefore, we recommend the following: 

 Remove all trees and vegetation from the reservoir and embankment footprint, 

including large-diameter roots near the final grade surface and existing stumps. 

 Remove organic soils and stockpile for future re-vegetation of exterior embankment 

slopes and general disturbed areas not within the reservoir footprint. 

 After site grading, remove large boulders that may be present near the surface, as the 

presence of boulders will impact fill placement and compaction.  Backfill voids that 

result from the removal of near-surface boulders. 

 Excavate soft, pervious soils located beneath the berm footprint and backfill with 

compacted earth fill.  Excavation should be performed to competent subgrade. 
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Material Re‐use 

Excavated material can be re-used as berm earth fill, provided that cobbles and boulders 

larger than 4 inches in diameter are removed prior to re-use.  Due to the heterogeneity of the 

subsurface conditions and the potential for segregation of soils during sorting, careful 

planning and inventorying will be required during construction to accomplish uniform 

placement and compaction.  Additionally, gravels and cobbles screened from the excavated 

material ranging from 1 to 12 inches would be suitable for use as a protection layer for the 

reservoir liner.  

 

Other materials that are suitable for re-use include the following: 

 Well-graded sand and gravel may be suitable for use as filter material, provided that 

the appropriate gradation requirements are met. 

 Coarse (1- to 3-inch diameter) gravel can be used for construction of geotextile-

encased drains. 

 Fine grained soils consisting of at least 20% silt and clay are suitable to line the 

reservoir floor and upstream embankment.  

 

Soils with appreciable clay and silt content (typically >5%) can be moisture sensitive; 

therefore, stockpiling should be done with care to prevent excessive drying or saturation of 

the material.  The material may need to be moisture conditioned to meet compaction 

requirements.  Achieving compaction of moisture-sensitive soils during wet weather 

construction could pose a significant challenge to the contractor. 

 

Subgrade Preparation 

Subgrade preparation to accomplish uniform bearing, as a minimum, should be performed as 

follows: 

 Scarify the upper 8 to 12 inches of the subgrade, dry or moisten as necessary, and 

recompact. 

 Certain materials, such as heavily preconsolidated clays, will not benefit from 

compaction, and saturated silts and silty fine sands that become quick during 

compaction should be blanketed with a working mat of lean concrete or coarse-

grained material to prevent disturbance or softening. 
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 Depending on the foundation conditions revealed during grading and excavation, 

loose or soft soils may have to be removed below subgrade and recompacted. 

 

Fill Selection, Placement, and Compaction 

To meet desired performance standards, as well as to minimize storage loss through seepage, 

fill selection, placement, and compaction will be unique for each of the different berm and 

reservoir components. 

 

Typical berm designs of small dams include a filter and upstream and downstream earth fill 

embankments.   For berm construction we recommend the following: 

 

Filter  

Drainage and particle retention required of the filter layer can be accomplished with one of 

the following options: 

 1- to 3-inch coarse gravel drain rock encased by appropriate geotextile fabric (Class II 

for rounded rock, Class I for angular rock) 

A well-graded granular material that meets filtering and permeability requirements 

prescribed by the Washington Department of Ecology for Dam Safety Guidelines 

(July 1993).  Material selected for filter material should be reviewed by a geotechnical 

engineer prior to use. 

Filter layer compaction should be performed to 90% maximum density, per ASTM D1557, 

and placed in a maximum of 8-inch lifts, for a total minimum thickness/width of 1 foot.  

Furthermore, material should be handled with care to prevent segregation of material before 

placement. 

 

Note that clogging and plugging of geotextiles could be problematic when used as filters.  

Additionally, to prevent damage to the geotextile fabric, the contractor must be especially 

careful during berm construction.  Compromising the integrity of the geotextile could lead to 

internal erosion and piping, leading to poor performance.  The risks related to geotextiles 

should be considered during filter design, and construction of berms using geotextiles should 

be performed by an experienced contractor. 
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Earth Fill  

Material selected as earth fill for construction of the upstream and downstream 

embankments should be placed in a maximum of 12-inch lifts and compacted to 92% 

maximum density, per ASTM D1557.  The material should be placed within -1 to 3% of  the 

optimum moisture content, as determined by ASTM D1557.  Avoid over compacting the 

embankments, as ductility is a desired property. 

 

Liner 

Due to the heterogeneity and granular nature of the subsurface conditions, we recommend 

that a liner be used to limit infiltration of water stored in the reservoir.  For construction of 

the reservoir liner, we recommend using a low-permeability material that consists of at least 

20% clay or silt.  Compaction should be performed to 90% maximum density, per ASTM 

D1557, and placed in a maximum of 6-inch lifts.  The material should be placed within -2 to 

2% of the optimum moisture content, as determined by ASTM D1557.  Avoid over 

compacting the liner material, as ductility is a desired property. 

 

Alternatively, liner objectives can be accomplished by using a geosynthetic liner such as 

Huesker Canal3, provided that proper subgrade preparation, seam welding/sealing, and 

anchorage are performed per the recommendation provided herein and the manufacturer's 

recommendations. 

 

Berm and Reservoir Construction 

For preliminary design purposes, construction of the berm and reservoir floor should be 

performed to meet the following recommendations.  Design-specific recommendation may 

vary.   

 The  crest of the berm should include an access path at least 10 feet wide, with a 

minimum 4-inch-thick coarse top (2-inch crushed rock).  For drainage, the crest 

should slope 1% downstream. 

 Embankments should be no steeper than 2H:1V (horizontal:vertical) for the 

downstream slope and 3H:1V for the upstream slope.  Embankment slopes may need 

to be constructed at shallower grades, pending static and seismic stability evaluations.  
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 Enough top soil should be placed along the downstream slope to support vegetation 

and hydroseeded with a suitable grass mixture.  Top soil re-use should be free of large 

woody vegetation.  Use appropriate erosion-control measures until vegetation has 

rooted.  

 Filter thickness/width should be at least 1.5 feet.   

 If a soil liner is used, then its thickness should be at least 2.5 feet along the upstream 

berm and at least 2.0 feet for the reservoir floor. 

 Geosynthetic liners, if used, should be installed by an experienced contractor. 

 

LIMITATIONS 

Because the subsurface explorations were limited to a maximum of 10.0 feet bgs, we 

recommend that, prior to final design, further investigation of soils at depths greater than 

10 feet be performed, at minimum, along the crest of the berm.  Furthermore, standardized 

sampling used to estimate soil density was not performed during this investigation; we 

therefore recommend that future explorations include in situ penetration testing and split-

spoon sampling to estimate engineering soil properties, which will be required for stability 

evaluations.  Due to the presence of boulders, sampling through the dense alluvium unit will 

not be feasible with standard equipment.  Coring could be required for advancing borings 

through the dense alluvium layer and into underlying soils where penetration testing and 

sampling is recommended. 

 

Consideration of seismic hazards was outside of the scope of work; however, as observed in 

TP07 (i.e., fine to medium silty sand at depth), potentially liquefiable soils may underlie the 

dense alluvium unit.  Soils that are liquefiable can lose their load-bearing capacity during 

seismic events (Kramer 1996).  The fine to medium silty sand observed in TP07, if present in 

a saturated state, could present stability concerns for the berm during a seismic event; 

therefore, we recommend a site-specific seismic hazard evaluation as part of the final design.

The Happy Cat timber sale is a variable retention harvest (VRH) with associated right of way composed 
of 4 units located in the Dungeness Valley and Discovery Bay WAUs.  Initially, 204 proposal acres were 
evaluated for potential harvest.

Ballast and surface rock for road building material is expected to come from a State Lands borrow pit, 
reserve stockpile, and commercial source.  New pit development has been proposed for the Terrace Pit 
located in Sec. 36 T30N R04W, W.M.  Existing stockpile is planned to be utilized from the Alpaca Pit and 
Jimmy Come Lately Pit (Sec. 20 & 29 T29N R02W, W.M.).   
 
b. Timber stand description pre-harvest (include major timber species and origin date), type of harvest, 

overall unit objectives. 
 
Units 1, 2, 3 and 4 will consist of a variable retention harvest.  Elevation ranges from 400 to 440 feet in 
Units 1 through 3, and 200 to 380 feet in Unit 4.  Timbered land within the proposal area lies within the 
Tsuga heterophylla / Gaultheria shallon forested plant association. Tree species within the units comprise 
Douglas fir, western red cedar, and western hemlock.  The four units consist of second growth Douglas fir 
with patches of western red cedar scattered throughout the stand. The units contain timber of two distinct 
age groups.  Unit 1 contains a 59 year old and a 97 year old timber stand.  Units 2 and 3 are 59 years old.  
Unit 4 is 97 years of age. Quadratic mean diameter is 12.1 inches.  Top tree height ranges between 85 
and 115 feet.

The proposal is located in the Discovery Bay WAU and Dungeness Valley WAU of the Quilcene-Snow 
WRIA and Elwa-Dungeness WIRIA, respectively.  Within the Discovery Bay WAU, the DNR currently 
manages 9,327 acres, while mixed ownership totals 43,348 acres (see table 13.1).  The Dungeness 
Valley WAU contains 5,410 acres of DNR managed land with mixed ownership totaling 39,004 acres (see 
table 13.2).  The surrounding landscape is that of W.A. State DNR Trust Lands, Olympic National Forest, 
large privately owned forest land, and small privately owned parcels.  Federal land makes up 20% of the 
Discovery Bay and Dungeness Valley WAUs.  Federal lands within the WAU will be managed in 
accordance with the Northwest Forest Plan. Redistribution of state land relative to the WAUs may change 
over time as smaller, isolated parcels may be traded to accomplish long-term management objectives.  
Management activities on DNR lands within the WAU will continue, but are unlikely to cause cumulative 
changes to the environment because harvests are distributed throughout the WAU and will continue to be 
managed as forestland.

All current and future activities will be conducted according to the State’s HCP, Policy for Sustainable 
Forests, State Forest Practice Rules, and other planning documents, and are expected to mitigate for any 
potential adverse cumulative effects.  Several measures have been taken to reduce the risk of negative 
environmental impacts.  The proposal has realized a 23% reduction in intensively managed acreage for 
the protection of streams, and associated RMZs.  The construction of leave tree areas has created an 
additional 3% reduction in intensively managed acres.   Dispersed and clumped leave trees have been 
left to provide structure for many wildlife species to use, and reduce the visual impacts of the harvest.  
The density of leave trees will average 8 trees per acre in all variable retention timber sale units.  Snags 
and large downed woody debris will be left on site. A small percent of the original proposal acreage has 
been discounted because it is in existing road right-of-way.  Road network planning and road design have 
been performed in order to minimize the amount of road construction needed, and to guarantee the 
quality of existing and newly constructed roads.  Timing restrictions on road construction will help to 
maintain the integrity of existing roads, and reduce the potential for off-site movement of sediments.  
Ground yarding may be suspended during periods of severe wet soil conditions when rutting of skid roads 
begins. The Planning and Tracking Special Concerns Report and Forest Practice TRAX database has 
been checked against the possibility of threatened and endangered species on or near the proposal area.  
Geographical Information System (G.I.S.) based landscape reports have been analyzed to verify the 
proposal is not in a rain-on-snow zone.

The Discovery Bay WAU consists of 52,675 acres, of which 18% are DNR managed lands. 
Topography of the area ranges between gently rolling and hilly in the lower reaches of the WAU 
near Discovery Bay, to mountainous near the upper reaches of the WAU where steep slopes can 
be encountered.  The minimum elevation in the WAU is 0 feet sea level on the tidal flats of 
Discovery Bay.  Maximum elevation reaches 4,250 feet along the defining ridgelines of the WAU.  
The climate of the area is characterized by maritime temperate influences where minimum 
precipitation averages 15 inches per year, and maximum precipitation reaches 45 inches per year. 
The weighted average precipitation for the WAU is 28 inches per year.  The lowland zone 
occupies 33,063 acres of land.  The rain dominated zone holds 12,227 acres of land. The snow 
dominated zone engages 220 acres, and the peak rain-on-snow zone occupies 5,885 acres of 
land.  The majority of the WAU is dominated by the Tsuga heterophylla / Gaultheria shallon and 
the Tsuga heterophylla / Polystichum munitum forested plant associations.  Major tree species 
include: Douglas fir, western red cedar, western hemlock, and red alder.  Understory species are 
dominated by indicator plants such as sword fern, and salal. 
 
The Dungeness Valley WAU consists of 44,414 acres, of which 12% are DNR managed lands.  
Topography of the area ranges between flat and gently rolling farmland in the lower reaches of the 
WAU around Happy Valley and Sequim Prairie, to hilly near the upper reaches of the WAU where 
a large amount of commercial forest resides.  Minimum elevation in the WAU is 0 feet sea level on 
the tidal flats near Dungeness Spit.  Maximum elevation reaches 5,976 feet along the defining 
ridges of the WAU. The climate of the area is characterized by maritime temperate influences 
where minimum precipitation averages 10 inches per year, and maximum precipitation reaches 50 
inches per year.  The weighted average precipitation for the WAU is 24 inches per year. The 
lowland zone occupies 26,795acres of land.  The highland zone possesses 158 acres.  The rain 
dominated zone holds 10,363 acres of land. The snow dominated zone engages 732 acres, and 
the peak rain-on-snow zone occupies 5,626 acres of land. The majority of the WAU is dominated 
by the Tsuga heterophylla / Gaultheria shallon and the Tsuga heterophylla / Polystichum munitum 
forested plant associations.  Major tree species include: Douglas fir, western red cedar, western 
hemlock, and red alder.  Understory species are dominated by indicator plants such as sword fern 
and salal.

Some sub-basins within the associated WAUs are known to contain historic and recent shallow 
rapid failures. These failures are typically found within over steepened gorges and areas prone 
to mass wasting.  Within the harvest area, there is no evidence of recent shallow-rapid failures 
as all areas have mature timber present. The steeper bluffs located along the shorelines of 
Discovery Bay have been known to produce deep-seated failures where tidal action has 
eroded the toe of the slope. There are no known deep-seated landslides within the proposal 
area nor is the proposal area part of the groundwater recharge area for any downstream deep-
seated landslides.  No evidence of natural slope failures have been observed within the sub-
basin near the vicinity of the proposed sale area.

The harvest system planned for the proposed timber sale has measures taken to prevent soil compaction 
and displacement.  Units 1, 2, 3, and 4 will be yarded by ground methods. Rubber tired skidders are 
restricted in all units from October 1st to June 30th. 
 
Operations may be suspended when soil rutting exceeds 10 inches as measured from the natural ground 
line.  To reduce soil damage, mitigation measures will include; water bars to be constructed, and/or grass 
seed to be placed on exposed soils.  Approximately 500 feet of designated skid trail abandonment shall 
be performed on the timber sale. Abandonment shall consist of re-establishing natural drainage and 
natural slopes, fluffing compacted soil to an 18 inch depth using shovel grapples, placing stumps and 
debris back into the trail, and installing water bars. 
 
Equipment and timing restrictions have been implemented in order to reduce potential soil compaction 
from wet weather operations.  The measures taken for equipment use will help to prevent the redirection 
of water, and reduce the offsite movement of sediment.

Within the Dungeness Valley WAU, 2% of the landbase contains soils with a high erosion potential.  
Five percent of the area is at a medium risk to erosion, while 59% of the WAU contains a low erosion 
potential.  Mass wasting potential within the WAU is low to insignificant on 75% of the landbase, 
medium on 0.1% of the surrounding area, and high on 2% of the area.  Evaluation of the soils 
associated with this proposal indicates the potential for mass wasting is insignificant, and the potential 
for soil erosion is low.   
 
The Discovery Bay WAU contains soils with a high erosion potential or high mass wasting potential of 
less than 1.6%. The percentage of soils at risk to medium erosion potential is 3%, and low erosion 
potentials are 68% within the WAU.   Mass wasting potential is insignificant on 66% of the landbase, 
and medium on 1% of the area.   Evaluation of the soils associated with this proposal indicates the 
potential for soil erosion and mass wasting are low to insignificant. 
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There is very low potential for sediment to enter surface waters as the only two streams associated 
with the proposal are located over 185 feet from the timber sale boundary.

Careful past, present, and future harvest planning has and will continue to distribute harvest across 
the landscape, through time, in order to reduce hydrologic impacts within the WAUs.  Road network 
planning has been performed in order to minimize the amount of road construction needed, and to 
ensure the quality of existing and newly constructed roads and their drainage systems. The types of 
harvest systems required for the proposed sale, and the seasonal limitations put on those harvest 
systems shall reduce the potential for negative impacts associated with peak flow/flooding events.  
G.I.S landscape reports were checked to evaluate the location of this proposal relative to the rain-
on-snow zone-mapping units.  The overall sale design will also help to minimize impacts as noted 
by the difference in net sale acreage relative to the proposal area acreage that was initially 
considered for harvest.  The proposed sale area has had measures taken for the protection of 
streams.

This proposal involves harvesting 150 net acres of 59 and 97 year old mixed species 
Douglas fir and red cedar.  The species composition will not be significantly changed in 
the WAU, as the area will be reforested with similar species.  Dispersed and clumped 
leave trees have been left to provide structure for many wildlife species to use, and 
reduce the visual impacts of the harvest.  The density of leave trees will average 8 trees 
per acre over the entire sale.  Leave trees include at least two trees per acre of the 
largest trees on site.  Structurally unique trees that have been identified as valuable for 
wildlife have also been left.  Approximately 3,417 thousand board feet of timber will be 
removed.  Most of the conifer and deciduous trees will be harvested, with the exception 
of those left distributed throughout the sale area for wildlife purposes.  Shrub and 
herbaceous plants will be disturbed during logging, however most species will recover 
and respond favorably to the increase in available sunlight.  Brush pockets within the 
proposed timber sale units will be rehabilitated to facilitate reforestation and stocking 
targets.  There will be a transition from more shade tolerant species to intolerant 
species. 

 
1)Describe the species, age, and structural diversity of the timber types immediately adjacent to the

The proposal contains stands that fall within the western hemlock vegetation zone (TSHE).  To 
the north and east of Unit 1 sits grazing pasture and private home sites.  To the south is a 10 
year old State Lands plantation.  The western portion of the unit is bordered by a mature timber 
stand and the Dungeness River. 
 
Unit 2 is bordered to the north and east by a 10 year old Douglas fir and grand fir plantation.  
Toward the south is the Bonneville powerline right-of-way.  To the west of the unit is a mature 
timber stand and the Dungeness River.

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To the north of Unit 3 sits the Bonneville powerline right-of-way.  The eastern side of the unit is 
flanked by a 19 year old stand of State lands timber.  Timber within the stand is composed of 
Douglas fir and western red cedar.  South of the unit is a mature timber stand composed of 
Douglas fir and western red cedar. The western portion of the proposed timber sale unit is 
bordered by a mature stand of Douglas fir and western red cedar and the Dungeness River. 
 
Unit 4 is bordered by commercial forest land to the north, east, and west.  Timber stand ages 
are 25, 11 and 41 respectively.  All forest stands are dominated by Douglas fir and western red 
cedar.  The area south of unit 3 is privately owned and contains home sites. 
 

2) Retention tree plan: 

Leave tree selection criteria and leave tree distribution strategies were chosen to satisfy 
several objectives.  Objectives included, snag protection, retaining old growth or 
transitional trees, selection of trees with unique wildlife value, the goal of maintaining 
windfirm leave tree areas, and mitigation for any potential visual impacts.  Leave trees 
include at least two trees per acre of the largest trees on site.  The majority of trees 
chosen for leave are larger and older dominants selected to ensure wind firmness.  
Structurally unique trees that have been identified as valuable for wildlife have also been 
left.  Designated leave trees have been individually dispersed throughout the unit, and 
grouped together as leave tree clumps. Leave tree areas contain a representative account 
of the structural diversity and species composition currently found in the unit.  Eight trees 
per acre were retained for this proposal.  118 old-growth trees were identified and 
protected.

Background 

 

The Washington State Department of Natural Resources (DNR) is planning the Happy 

Cat Timber Sale (TBS).  The TBS area includes a previously recorded archaeological site 

45-CA-524.  This is in Township 30 North, Range 4 W Section 36. While reviewing and 

setting up the sale, DNR foresters found two additional sites.  One new site is also in 

Section 36 and the other is in Township 30 North, Range 2 West, Section 29.  Both of 

these new sites were described, mapped, photographed and recorded with the Department 

of Archaeology and Historic Preservation who designated the site in 30-4W-36 as 45-

CA-725 and the site in 30-2W-29 as 45-CA- 730. 

 

45-CA-524 Old Sequim Dump 

 

The old dump for the City of Sequim found along the sides and base of a railroad grade.  

The dump is 250 meters long and 30 meters wide and is located off a cliff embankment.  

It contains many rusty old cars and trucks from the 1930s to 1950s. Deposits are mainly 

from the 1920s through the 1950s although some earlier (back to the 1870s) and some 

later materials are also present.  There is modern dumping as well.  

 

45-CA-725 Happy Cat Debris Scatter 
 

This site consists of approximately 4-5 pickup truck loads of garbage predominately 

dating to the 1930s-1940s.  These are probably separate dumping episodes as the 

assemblage varies from pile to pile.  The dumping episodes cover an area of 80 X 60 

meters.  One load of more modern material dates to the mid -1960s. There is evidence 

that these piles were then bulldozed as there are pushed up piles of rock and soil .2 -.5 

meters in height. There are two fragments of manganese glass, but these are from a 

pitcher and a candy dish, forms that have a long life span.  There are no manganese glass 

bottles. 



   

45-CA-730 Happy Cat Homestead 

 

This site consists of pre 1955 structural remains consisting of a cellar/root cellar, a 

flattened space, some lumber and a round hole.  This must pre-date 1955, the year this 

land came into state ownership, as there is no indication of this structure in the state 

records.  The small amount of artifacts found date to the 1920s and 1930s. 

 
This has the appearance of a homestead that was never finished started in the 1920s-

1930s  with a later attempt at a water system by digging a well (round hole) and the cellar 

turned into a cistern sometime ca 1952 possible when the land was owned by a Francis K. 

Dent (Metzger Map 1942). 

 

The central feature of this site is a rock walled cellar.  The rock walls are constructed of 

mortared boulders and are about 3’ thick.  The cellar is 14’ X 11’ X 5’ deep and is 

oriented magnetic E-W.  At the southwest end is a 13 X 12 X 7” poured angular footing.  

There is a 4 X 4’ entry to the east.  The actual entry way has been blocked by later 

concrete and it appears that the cellar was turned into a water retention area.    

 

Site Management Plan 45-CA-524  
 

Original plans for Unit 3 included a road cut into the slope of the Old Sequim Dump.  

This plan was abandoned.  The road has been moved to extend south from the power line 

and to avoid the site area.  The entire site is within a leave tree clump. 

 

Site Management Plan 45-CA-725 and 45-CA-730 
 

A leave tree clump was placed around both of these sites.  They should be undisturbed by 

the harvest activity. 

 

It is possible that ground disturbing activities associated with timber harvesting may 

expose additional cultural resources. In such eventuality, equipment operators will 

immediately halt all activities in the area and notify DNR’s professional archaeologist.
